1 Parishioner asked if the previous complaint about the vibrations on Coventry Road had been actioned, PMJ advised that the Parish Council has previously and on numerous occasions contacted various departments for assistance with this as it is a concern for the residents along that road, he advised that the transport minister had been approached with a view to looking at removing heavy vehicles from secondary roads, the minister felt that drivers had a right to travel whichever route they chose. MH advised it has been addressed to WCC on numerous occasions especially as magna park is the largest distribution centre in Europe. Clerk is to chase highways for inspection and to request the resurfacing. Pointing out the proposed upsurge in traffic due to the extension of Magna Park.
Another parishioner asked if RBC had responded to the complaint of the white lines within laybys, clerk advised that the housing team had resurfaced the layby and would not apply white lines as there were not the funding to carry this out nor have there ever been lines there, they felt if standard 2.4m lines were added this would reduce the parking allowances. The parishioner advised that parking was becoming an issue as there were newcomers to the street with additional vehicles, he feels there are vacant garages that could be rented out. Resolved: MH proposed for the Clerk to remind residents of sensible parking within the noticeboards and Round the Revel. PMJ seconded, all agreed.
A parishioner also raised concerns over Greenaway Farm burning something that created clouds of black smoke on Saturday PMJ advised the parishioner to report whilst it is happening to the borough council to investigate.
